VI.	Announcements by the Mayor
a) Representatives from 12 welcome centers came to Ridge Spring, we had a very good meeting.
b) Town Hall building is just sitting right now, while we decide what to do with it. We are set up in a new building behind Cumbee Place, with a payment window. It is working out just fine. We need to make a decision within 60 days (for insurance purposes).
c) USDA is coming Tuesday, Com. Block is coming Wednesday, for a meeting to discuss Town Hall.
d)  The Police Dept. was shown to a perspective buyer on Friday.
e) The Library will be designated as a polling Station while we are removed from Town Hall.
f) Third graders from Ridge Spring came to Town Hall and assisted in planting a garden.
g) Brenda and I worked on the budget. Council will be having a budget workshop Thursday, May 12th at 2pm at the Library.

Councilman Christie
Councilman Christie and Mayor Asbill attended a meeting April 5, with a wastewater technician. Unfortunately he had no positive suggestions. 

Councilwoman Harris
People are complaining about the walking track not being mowed, the Mayor advised that we had a very busy week moving Town Hall and that it would be mowed this week. Councilwoman Harris said that she had called SCE&G regarding limbs on the lines at a location on Merritt St.  She is also concerned about a house on Hazzard Dr. that appears to be falling in; unfortunately there isn’t anything the Town can do. There is a sign on the corner of Johnson St. that is almost covered up, Councilman Asbill said that he would go and check it out.  Upon asking about the trees in Town Sq. it was explained to Councilwoman Harris that the trees cannot be pruned until late summer or early fall.
