Mayor Asbill said that we are now receiving water in our line from Saluda and we will cap it at a certain amount. It seems like all of our water from that line is going towards Ward. This is still not helping the chlorine problem, so we might have to purchase a chlorinator. Mayor Asbill said the Town bought over 22,000,000 gallons of water in July from Batesburg-Leesville, which was our highest usage ever. The people that are checking the well on Highway 392 have come in and pulled our old well pump and they have put their floatation device in, they will test the water and measure the water flow. After all this is done, we will know how much the well can pump and see if it profitable enough to bring back online. Mayor Asbill said she and Councilman Lybrand decorated the Town and they were surprised at the amount of people that showed up to help. They had the Town decorated in 45 minutes. Mayor Asbill would like to announce a new employee Ms. Donna Lybrand. Ms. Lybrand is working on the flower beds for the Town.

Mayor Asbill advised that she would start working on the flower beds on Merritt Street after Harvest Festival is over. Councilman Harris said there are people driving very fast on Johnson Street. Councilwoman Harris said the people did not cut all of the limbs around some of the houses on Merritt Street. Mayor Asbill advised Councilwoman Harris to write all the addresses down and she will address the issue.


X.	Departmental Reports

	Water & Streets – as attached
Saluda line is now open and we are keeping it running Monday thru Friday. We have three quotes for the SCADA system. The lowest quote is the best quote to go with because it is the best system and Saluda County also uses this system. All messages will be sent to the I-phone, if there is anything wrong.  Mayor Asbill asked Mike to please explain to council what system we are working with now. Mike advised that we have three different systems. The Ward Tank is run off of a hard telephone line. The new line is run off of a cellular system but it is not installed, so basically it is running off of nothing at all. The last system is the Main Tank, The Edisto Street Tank, The Well and The Monetta Pump Station, which are all run off of radio. Mike said our goal is to have all tanks running on one system. Councilman Lybrand asked if this system would help the pump situation. Mike advised that it will not help the pump situation. He said we will have to purchase a new pump for the Monetta Pump Station. He has a quote for $6,400.00 for two pumps and it includes installation. The repairs on the tractor have been completed and the tractor is working great. The cutting of the easement has been completed. Councilman Lybrand asked if the Civic Center was ready for the Harvest Festival bingo and Mike advised that it was. Councilman Christie said that you cannot see the letters on the Town Sign coming into Town from Batesburg, so the shrubby needs to be trimmed.

	Police Dept. – as attached
Chief Raffield said he is prepared for the Harvest Festival. Chief Raffield said he has sent a letter to Walmart asking for free safety devices to hand out to the children for Halloween. Chief Raffield said he is pretty much caught up on his cases. Chief Raffield said he will go to Staples and have them scan paperwork for each case and put it in folders. Councilman Christie asked Chief Raffield if he leaves the force would it have any impact on pending cases. Chief Raffield said no that he would be obligated to appear in court for all of his pending cases that he has been working on. Councilman Christie asked if the Town can put a no loitering sign on private property. Chief Raffield said no.
