Mike said they repaired a hydrant at Hibernia where Titan Farms ran over it, and the Town has billed them for the cost of the repair. We had to fix another leak on Williams Street; we may have to replace the line because it is old. The phone lines were out at the South Lagoon Pump Station and we had some over flow but it is fixed and working great. We are monitoring the pump station and we are averaging just less than 38,000 gallons a day from the Saluda line. We finished moving the rest of the stuff out of the old town hall. Mike said they replaced the screens around the air conditioner units at the civic center. Mike said they should be finished painting the caboose soon.
