I.     	Call to Order

II.	Approval of Minutes – Thursday, June 9, 2016

c) Has anyone heard from Mr. Mack Johnson? Mike answered no.
d)  The Harvest Festival meeting was a success. They are having a bluegrass and barbecue festival.
e)  I am very sorry to report that former Council Member Mr. James Pressley passed away Tuesday.
f) Gerry Grenier was sworn in last week as a part-time policeman. He will work two Saturdays a month. Summer will replace Brenda as Town Clerk. I hired Noel Steel as Water Clerk and to promote the Town.
g) Senator Setzler called Monday and asked how many people came to Peachtree 23. We estimated 20,000 people. He will assist in getting a $10,000.00 grant to help promote the Town. He is looking for a grant writer. Councilman Lybrand thanked the police for their presence at Peachtree 23.

	Councilman Asbill
Councilman Asbill spoke with Jeff Jordan and Charles, SCDOT, about roads, and signs when having an event in Town. Will call again next week.

Councilman Lybrand
Councilman Lybrand is concerned about mosquitos. Councilman Lybrand said that we may be able to share mosquito control with another town. Councilman Lybrand thanked Mike and the guys for their help with Peachtree 23.

Councilman Christie
Councilman Christie said to send letters with water bills, on tips for mosquito control. Letters will be very helpful. Councilman Christie said we are still at a standstill with Saluda County Water & Sewer.

Councilwoman Harris
Councilwoman Harris said that the walking track needs to be mowed. Mike advised that it would be mowed tomorrow. Councilwoman Harris is concerned about a hole near the drainage ditch in front of Mr. Oakman’s house. Trees need to be cut on Ridge Hill Dr., scared they are going to fall. It was explained to Councilwoman Harris that SCE&G or SCDOT will not cut trees unless they are a hazard. Councilwoman Harris asked if the water is good now. Mayor Asbill said yes, she has a letter confirming it. Councilwoman Harris said that the flower bed on Merritt St. needs attention.

IX.	Departmental Reports

	Water & Streets – as attached
Added 23 locks on Ward fire hydrants, to control the unlawful use of water. Also purchased a water meter to hookup to hydrants for billing purposes. Spent a lot of time working on Peachtree 23. Passed two tests (D&E). Brian passed D test also. Andrew Bodie is our Operator of Record until Mike and Brian get their C license. Moved everything out of Town Hall and stored in old Fire Department.
		
Police Dept. – as attached
The spare police car is detailed for the new part-time police officer. The part-time officer is to work every other Saturday and no more than 48 hours a month. Chief said that he needs a Town credit card with his name on it. Need to get a WEX gas card for our part- time police officer and our reserve officer.  Near the Circle K there are two crape myrtles that need to be cut down because they are blocking the view of speed limit sign and getting in way of writing tickets.
